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The Bruxelles 1945 Souvenir Sheet
of the Faux Petein

- Celebrating the complete restoration of the
occupied countries after Worls War 2, & show of
Resistance and Underground doings,mementos, and
achievements was held at Bruxelles, Belgium, in
November 1945. For this,a special sheet with a
block of four of the Faux Petain 1lf.50 stamp of
the Underground affixed, was prepared. Not meny
of these sheets have come to America.

Thanks to the well known American stamp man,
Charles R, Higby, residing in Belgium, one copy
has come into the possession of our member, Wm.
J. Hayes of Omaha, The photograph of it which
forms our cover page is furnished by him, This
photograph does not show the perforations, nor
the sheet margins at top and right, very clesrly
but, as your editor has seen the negative, the
presence of them can be stated.

The inscription is translated:

Factories of Forgeries
DEFENDING FRANCE

Stamp used by the French Resistance
EXPOSITION AT BRUXZELLES
November 12th to 24th 1945
"How the French
Misled the Nazis.,"

Says Mr, Hayes:

"The originals were typographed,printed in
dull red brown and perforated 14 x 13%. These
counterfeits are lithographed and perforated 1l3.
They were used to frank clandestine Jjournals eni
newspapers from February to June,l1944, causing
embarrassment to the FPetain government and pro-
claiming to the people of France and elsewhere
that Marohal Petain,once hero of France during
World War 1, surrendered his country to the
Nazi Government in 1940 end formed @& collabor -
ation government at Vichy."

By courtesy of our Maldei Chapter , we show
the four features from the front of a cover to
Paris from the French post office at what then
was called Constantinople,now Istanbul. In red,
the 13 x 28 boxed mark,Paquebots de la Meditemr-
anee(smaller size of this mark) 1s applied when
the letter arrived at Marseille en route. Boxed
PD in black indicated "paid to destination." On
stamp is anchor postmark in dots;stamp is 40 ¢
empire perf.,not laureate. Town mark is octazon
of French office at Istanbul indicating sending
via a particular packet route. It is in black,
as usual.

Book Review

Essai sur "les Semeuses", By Aouis Barrier.
Montpellier,1951,Bulletin Philatelique du Midi,
paper,231 pp. .

(This review was prepared in 1952, but was
misfiled in correespondence instead of in the
file of copy for the F. & C. P. Found@ only
in February 1954,it is hastened into print,with
appropriate ed*torial regrets for the delay).

« Barrier's book does the very much needed
task of bringing information on the Sower Type
of France, and all overprintings on them, up to
date. Much information not hitherto in print at
all, and much so scattered as to be useless,has
been assenbled as well as coordinated.

The introductory chapters are of great use
because they include not only biographies of
Designer Roty and Enraver Mouchon, but a full
treatment of such matters as methods of printing
used@ for this issue,origins of varieties,and so
forth. Technically skilled expert knowledge in
printing has been utilized fully. The reader may
however be baffled by the French terms sued in
the printing trade,which are used with exactude
calling for more understanding of them than we
mostly ‘have. Beware of sloppy translations that
give wrong impressions or confuse werds having
sharp but slight differences in meaning. .

Dating of shades by millesimes,datings for
various printings,and descriptions of various
sheets,coils and booklets,are most accurate and
complete. The precancels are treated in consid-
erable detail, Under each stamp and again in a
separate chapter,the stamps surcharged for use,
outside France,are reported in full.

Mr.Barrier seems to have gone well beyond all
that is given by de Vinck and others about this
group of stamps,How accurate his pictures of the
types,such as of the 10c¢,are,is hard to decide.
They seem to be careful drawings. Yet a casual
experiment with a few used 25c Sower stamps was
disconcerting. Three out of the five copies in
hand could not be plaqed acurately as to type,
by use of Mr. Barrier s figures. The three are
intermediate between his types.

Let not the minor flaws blind anyone
weat usefulness of this work.
